at 6:30 p.m. on the 5th day of January, 2016, at City Hall, 6800 Main Street, The Colony,

2.0. WORK SESSION - The Work Session is for the purpose of exchanging information regarding public 

business or policy. No action is taken on Work Session items.  Citizen input will not be heard during this 

portion of the agenda.   
 

2.1. Discuss possible locations for the Metro Relief Community Garden (General Admin, 
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Perez)  

Joe Perez explained that previously the city had given a grant to Metro Relief to enlarge 
the Community Garden and since that time, Metro Relief has moved to another location 

where there is no space for the garden.  The city was contacted for assistance in locating 
a space for the garden.  Joe presented two possibilities – one behind the current Denton 
County Government Center (now city owned property) and a second on the BB Owen 

Elementary School property.  After a brief discussion the council advised that the city 
property site would be the best location and authorized use of the space for the project. A 

lease agreement will be drafted for approval. 
 

2.2. Discuss and provide direction to staff regarding the revisions to the solicitor ordinance 

(Police, Coulon) 
Police Chief David Coulon reviewed the current solicitor ordinance and his proposed 

changes for a stricter approval process.  Council advised to change the authorized times 
for solicitation to be from 9 a.m. to sunset and bring back an ordinance for 
consideration. 

 

2.3. Discuss and provide direction to staff regarding a possible ordinance relating to cell 

phone use while driving (General Admin, Shallenburger) 
Brant Shallenburger presented information on a potential ordinance regarding cell 
phone use in construction zones.  He stated it would be modeled after the ordinance 

prohibiting cell phone use in school zones and asked if council desires to proceed.  
Council advised him to bring back an ordinance for consideration.

regulations for swimming pool demolition as requested by council.  The public hearing 
was opened and closed at 7:50 p.m. with no one wishing to speak.

Rayburn Tollway/SH 121 (Engineering, Scruggs) 
 

 
Background:  
The City entered in to an agreement for development of 431-acres south of SH 121 between Plano 
Parkway and Spring Creek. A traffic analysis of the site demonstrated the need for an interchange on 
the SRT at South Colony Blvd.  
 
A conceptual design was developed by a team composed of representatives from the City, Developer, 
North Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG), North Texas Tollway Authority (NTTA), 
Denton County, and Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT). This interchange has South 
Colony Blvd. pass over the SRT, thereby, minimizing the downtime of the SRT main lanes for 
construction. A diverging diamond interchange was selected based on its lower cost and higher vehicle 
capacity.  
 
Although the City had already made the decision to construct Phase 2 (the ramps from the bridge on to 
South Colony Blvd.), to meet the timeline for construction completion it was necessary to begin the 
Phase 1 project while Phase 2 was being designed. In August 2013, construction began on the Phase 1 
bridge and it was opened to traffic in March 2015.  
 
The Phase 2 construction began in March 2015 and will be open to traffic in February 2016.  
The additional work includes storm drainage improvements, subgrade soil stabilization at retaining 
walls and surrounding select drill shafts, changes to the north signal on the bridge, and other changes. 
The additional cost is $71,032.79 and will be 100% funded by Denton County Regional Toll Revenues 
(RTR) from the tolling of SH 121.

 WHEREAS, the City and Contractor have entered into an agreement such that the 

Contractor is to provide the following services:  CONSTRUCTION OF PHASE 2 OF THE 
SOUTH COLONY BOULEVARD GRADE SEPARATION AT THE SAM RAYBURN 
TOLLWAY/S.H. 121, SPECIFICALLY RAMPS TO FROM SOUTH COLONY BOULEVARD 

TO THE BRIDGE OVERPASS; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the City has determined that it is in the best interest of the City to enter into 
Contract Amendment No. 1 with MARIO SINACOLA & SONS EXCAVATING, INC., which is 
attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Exhibit “A,” under the terms and 

conditions provided therein. 
 

 WHEREAS, with this Contract Amendment the City of The Colony is agreeing to pay 
the sum not to exceed $71,032.79 for such work with primary funding provided by Denton 
County Regional Toll Revenues (RTR).

THE COLONY, TEXAS THAT: 

 

 Section 1. The Contract Amendment No. 1, which is attached and incorporated herein as

Discuss and consider a request from the Mothers Opposing 
Bullying organization to receive a portion of the gate fees at 
Stewart Creek Park to help offset their costs to conduct their 
event at the park on April 2nd, 2016 (PARD, Nelson) 
 

 
Background: 
Council previously approved the Mothers Opposing Bullying (MOB) organization’s grant request for 
use of Stewart Creek Park and other in-kind services from the City for their 5K/10K Run and concert 
to be held on April 2nd, 2016. They were also approved for a cash grant from the City in the amount of 
$2500 to support their event.   
 
MOB recently lined up Emerald City Management Band to provide entertainment, and they expect 
this will draw more attendees to their event. They have asked if we would share the gate entry fees for 
that day since some people will be coming to the park specifically for their event. This would help 
offset some of the cost of hiring a band with the potential to attract a bigger audience. Their request is 
attached. 
 
Recommendations: 
Staff has reviewed and averaged the revenue for the park on the first two Saturdays of April for the 
past 4 years. The average for daily entry fees is $726, and the average for annual permits sales is $468 
for those days. Staff does not recommend allowing inclusion of the average annual permit sales if 
Council wishes to consider allowing a revenue share with MOB for that day.

The host organization would then assist and manage the gate entry, entry fees etc as needed per PARD.

ORDINANCE NO. 2016-________  

 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF THE 

COLONY, TEXAS, AMENDING CHAPTER 19, ENTITLED “TRAFFIC”, 

BY ADDING A NEW SECTION 19-27 ENTITLED “USE OF WIRELESS 

COMMUNICATION DEVICES IN A CONSTRUCTION OR 

MAINTENANCE WORK ZONE,” BY PROHIBITING THE USE OF 

WIRELESS COMMUNICATION DEVICES WHILE DRIVING WITHIN 

CONSTRUCTION OR MAINTENANCE WORK ZONES; REQUIRING 

THE POSTING OF SIGNAGE AT CONSTRUCTION AND 

MAINTENANCE WORK ZONES; PROVIDING AFFIRMATIVE 

DEFENSES AND EXCEPTIONS; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY 

CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR 

PENALTY OF A FINE NOT TO EXCEED $200 FOR EACH AND EVERY 

OFFENSE; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE 

 
WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the use of a wireless communication device to 

send, read, or write a text message, view pictures or written text, whether transmitted by internet 
or other electronic means, engage in gaming or any other use of the device, is a traffic hazard, a 
danger to the public and creates a particular danger or probability of danger in the City of The 

Colony; and 
  

WHEREAS, the City Council believes that prohibiting the use of wireless 
communication devices to engage in any use of a mobile communication device besides dialing 
telephone numbers or talking to another person, with certain defenses, would further and protect 

the public health, safety, and welfare; and 
 

WHEREAS, the City of The Colony, Texas, is a Texas home-rule municipality, and 
pursuant to Section 51.072 of the Texas Local Government Code has full power of local self- 
government; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of The Colony, Texas, has determined that the 

following regulation is necessary in order to protect public health, safety, and welfare of the 
citizens of the City of The Colony, Texas. 

 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF THE COLONY, TEXAS: 

 
SECTION 1. That the findings set forth above are incorporated into the body of the 

Ordinance as if fully set forth herein. 

 

SECTION 2. That the Code of Ordinances of the City of The Colony, Texas, be and the 

same is, hereby amended by amending Chapter 19, entitled “Traffic,” by adding a new section 



19-27, entitled “Use of Wireless Communication Devices in a Construction or Maintenance 
Work Zone “ which shall read as follows: 

 
“Sec. 19-27.  Use of Wireless Communication Devices in a Construction or Maintenance 

Work Zone. 
 

(a) Definitions. For the purpose of this Section, the following words, terms, phrases and their 

derivations shall have the meanings as set out below:  
 

 “Construction or Maintenance Work Zone” has the meaning assigned in Section 472.022 
(Obey Warning Signs and Barricades) of the Texas Transportation Code. 

 

 “Hands-free device” means speakerphone capability or a telephone attachment or other 
piece of equipment, regardless of whether permanently installed in the motor vehicle, that 

allows use of the wireless communication device without use of either of the operator's 
hands. 

 

 “Text message” means a two-way communication (whether real-time or asynchronous) in 
which data (composed in whole or in part of text, numbers, images, or symbols) is sent, 

entered, or received by a method other than by voice and transmitted through either a 
short message service (SMS) or a computer network. 

 

 “Wireless Communication Device” has the meaning assigned in Section 545.425 (Use of 
Wireless Communication Device; Offense) of the Texas Transportation Code. Further, 

“Wireless Communication Device” means a text-messaging device or other electronic, 
two-way communication device that is designed to receive and transmit voice 
communication, text or pictorial communication, or both, whether by internet or other 

electronic means. The term includes a mobile telephone, and a personal digital assistant 
(PDA). 

 
 “Wireless Telephone Service” means two-way, real time voice telecommunications 

service that is interconnected to a public switched telephone network and is commonly 

referred to as cellular service or personal communication service. 
 

(b) Offense:  Except as provided by Subsection (c), an operator may not use a wireless 
communication device while operating a motor vehicle within a construction or 
maintenance work zone, as defined by Section 472.022, Transportation Code, unless: 

 
 (1) the vehicle is stopped; or 
  
 (2) the wireless communication device is used with a hands-free device. 

 

(c) Posting of Signs.  The city manager or his designee shall post a sign that complies with 
the standards described by this subsection at the entrance to each construction or 

maintenance work zone in the city.  The city shall adopt standards that: 
 



(1) allow for a sign required to be posted under this subsection to be attached to an 
existing sign at a minimal cost; and 

 
(2) require that a sign required to be posted under this subsection inform an operator 

that: 
 

(A) the use of a wireless communication device is prohibited in the 

construction or work maintenance zone; and 
 

(B) the operator is subject to a fine if the operator uses a wireless 
communication device in the construction or work maintenance zone. 

 

(d) Affirmative Defenses.  It is an affirmative defense to prosecution of an offense under this 
section if the wireless communication device was used: 

 
 (1) to make an emergency call to: 
 

(A) an emergency response service, including a rescue emergency medical, or 
hazardous material response service; 

 
(B) a hospital; 
 

(C) a fire department; 
 

(D) a health clinic; 
 
(E) a medical doctor’s office; 

 
(F) an individual to administer first aid treatment; or 

 
(G) a police department; 

 

(2) and a sign as required by Subsection (c) was not posted at the entrance to the 
construction or work maintenance zone at the time the offense was committed; 

 
(3) while the vehicle was stopped and out of the moving lanes of the roadway;  
 

(4) as a global positioning or navigation system that is affixed to the vehicle;  
 

(5) in the reasonable belief that a person’s life or safety was in immediate danger; or  
 
(6) solely in a voice-activated or other hands-free mode. 

 
(e) Exceptions.  This section does not apply to: 

(1) an operator of an authorized emergency vehicle using a wireless communication 
device while acting in an official capacity; or 



(2) an operator who is licensed by the Federal Communications Commission while 
operating a radio frequency device other than a wireless communication device. 

 
(f) Penalty.  No citations will be issued for the first 30 days following the effective date of 

this Ordinance so that an educational effort by the City may be conducted to inform the 
public about the importance and requirements of this new Ordinance. Thereafter, a person 
convicted of an offense under this section shall be a misdemeanor punishable by a fine 

from $1.00 to $200.00.” 
 

SECTION 3. If any section, article paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase or word in this 
Ordinance, or application thereto any persons or circumstances is held invalid or unconstitutional 
by a Court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining 

portions of this Ordinance; and the City Council hereby declares it would have passed such 
remaining portions of this Ordinance despite such invalidity, which remaining portions shall 

remain in full force and effect. 
 
SECTION 4. That all provisions of the ordinances of the City of The Colony, Texas, in 

conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance be, and the same are hereby amended, repealed, 
and all other provisions of the ordinances of the City not in conflict with the provisions of this 

Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect. 
 

SECTION 5. That any person, firm or corporation violating a provision of this 

Ordinance, upon conviction, is guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be subject to a fine in the sum 
not to exceed Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) for each offense and a separate offense shall be 

deemed committed upon each day during or on which a violation occurs or continues. 
 

SECTION 6. That this Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its passage 

and publication as required by law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF THE 

COLONY, TEXAS, AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES BY 

REPEALING IN ITS ENTIRETY CHAPTER 15, SECTIONS 15-1 TO 15-

12, ENTITLED “PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS,” AND REPLACING IT 

WITH A NEW CHAPTER 15, SECTIONS 15-1 TO 15-12, ENTITLED 

“PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS,” BY REQUIRING A LICENSE TO 

ENGAGE IN SOLICITATIONS; PROVIDING EXCEPTIONS TO THE 

LICENSE REQUIREMENTS; PROVIDING FOR THE INVESTIGATION 

AND REVIEW OF APPLICATIONS FOR A LICENSE; PROHIBITING 

CERTAIN HOURS OF OPERATION; PROHIBITING SOLICITATIONS 

ON CERTAIN HOLIDAYS; REQUIRING THE CARRYING OF THE

of the City of The Colony, Texas. 

 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 

OF THE COLONY, TEXAS: 

 

 SECTION 1.   The findings set forth above are incorporated into the body of this Ordinance 

as if fully set forth herein. 
 

SECTION 2. That the Code of Ordinances of the City of The Colony, Texas be, and the 

same is, hereby amended by repealing Chapter 15, Sections 15-1 to 15-12, entitled “Peddlers and 
Solicitors,” in its entirety and replacing it with a new Chapter 15, Sections 15-1 to 15-12, entitled 

“Peddlers and Solicitors,” which shall read as follows: 
 

“Chapter 15.  PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS 

 
Sec. 15-1. - Definitions.  

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the respective meanings ascribed to 
them: 
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Chief of police: The chief of police of the city or his designee.  

City-based organization: Any group maintaining an organizational structure within the 
city, and which may be either registered with the state as a certified nonprofit organization or 

nationally chartered as a service or professional organization and which is working for the 
betterment of the entire city. 

 
Canvasser: Any person who attempts to make personal contact with a person at a 

residence without a prior specific invitation or appointment from the resident for the purpose of 

attempting to enlist support for or against a particular religion, philosophy, ideology, political 
party, issue or candidate, even if incidental to such purpose the canvasser accepts the donation of 
money for or against the cause. 

 
Commerce: Soliciting, selling or taking orders for or offering to take orders for, any goods, 

wares, merchandise or other personal property or services.  
 
Itinerant vendor: Any person in person or by agents, servants and employees, who or which 

engages in the temporary or transient business of selling, exhibiting or offering for sale in the 
city, any goods, wares, merchandise, services, photographs, produce or other personal property, 

or offers for sale or exhibits the same for sale, or exhibits the same for the purpose of taking 
orders or subscriptions for the sale thereof.  

 

Local youth organization: Any participant in a local youth organization that operates within 
the city limits of The Colony. This includes local school sports and academic teams and 

organizations such as girl and boy scouts, or similar organizations.  
 
Nonprofit organization: Any organization which is either registered with the state as a 

certified nonprofit organization or nationally chartered as a service or professional organization 
and which is working for the betterment of the entire city.  

 
Peddler, solicitor and itinerant vendor: Any person engaged in the soliciting, selling or 

taking orders for, or offering to take orders for, any goods, wares, merchandise or other personal 

property or services, including but not limited to, produce and photographs, in the city.  
 

Solicit funds or solicitation of funds: Any request for money, property or anything of value; 
or the pledge of future money, property or anything of value; or the selling or offering for sale of 
any property, real or personal tangible or intangible, whether of value or not, including, but not 

limited to, goods, books, pamphlets, tickets, publications or subscriptions, or for any paid 
service. Soliciting includes the posting of any handbills for such goods or services. 

 
Temporary business: Any business transacted or conducted in the city in, upon, through or 

from any private premises or space upon any private property for which no definite arrangement 

for legal right of occupancy thereof, for the purpose of conducting such business therein or 
thereon for a period of at least one month, has been made in advance of such use and occupancy.  

 
Transient business: The business of an itinerant vendor as may be operated or conducted by 

any person, or his agents, servants or employees, who resides or is domiciled away from the city

or who has a fixed place of business or business headquarters outside of the city, or who moves 
stocks of goods, wares, merchandise or other personal property or samples thereof into the city 
with the purpose or intention of removing them or the unsold portion thereof away from the city 

before the expiration of six months.  
 

Sec. 15-2.  Registration—Engaging in commerce; required; information.  

 

It shall be unlawful for persons engaged in commerce to go from house to house or place 

to place in the city soliciting, selling or taking orders for, or offering to take orders for any 
goods, wares, merchandise, or other personal property or services, without first having registered 
with the chief of police. Each person so registering shall give the following information:  

 
(1) The name, home address and local address and local address, if any, of the registrant. 

 
(2) Home address of all addresses lived in the past twelve (12) months. 

 

(3) The name and address of the person, if any, whom the registrant represents or for whom 
or through whom orders are to be solicited or cleared.  

 
(4) The nature of the articles or things which are sold or for which orders are to be solicited.  
 

(5) Whether the registrant, upon the sale or order, shall demand, receive or accept payment 
or deposit of money in advance of final delivery.  

 
(6) The period of time during which the registrant wishes to solicit or sell in the city. 
 

Sec. 15-3. - Same—Identity of registrant. 

 

 At the time of registration as provided for above, the registrant shall furnish the chief of 
police written proof, under oath, of such person's identity, verified by the person for whom or 
through whom orders are to be solicited or cleared.  

 

Sec. 15-4. - Same—Charitable organizations, salespersons, etc.  

 

 It shall be the duty of all charitable organizations and their representatives, commercial 
agents dealing with local business establishments in the usual course of business, insurance 

salespersons, real estate salespersons and or others licensed by the state to follow the same 
registration procedures as outlined above for persons engaged in commerce.  

 

Sec. 15-5. - License—Required; exception.  

 

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person engaged in commerce, and not within the provisions 
of section 15-4, to pursue the occupation of a peddler, solicitor or itinerant vendor of 

goods, wares, merchandise, produce, photographs or other personal property in the city, 
or for any such person to go from house to house, or from place to place in the city, 
soliciting, selling or taking orders for any goods, wares, merchandise, produce,

photographs or other personal property without first having applied for and obtained a 
license to do so from the chief of police. 
 

(b) Local youth organization members are not required to obtain a permit if they are attired 
in uniforms of the local youth organization or displaying a picture id from the local youth 

organization on their person. 
 
(c)  A canvasser is not required to obtain a permit. 

 
Sec. 15-6. - Same—Application.  

 

Application for a license shall be made upon forms furnished by the chief of police and 
shall be in writing under oath and shall set out the following:  

 
(1) Name of applicant, with applicant's permanent residence, and home address of all 

addresses lived in the past twelve (12) months. 

 
(2) Name and address of the person applicant represents, if any. 

 
(3) The kind, type and character of goods applicant will offer for sale. 
 

(4) Names and addresses of five (5) persons as references. 
 

(5) How often the applicant will solicit during the course of the year. 
 
(6) The names of the cities where applicant has worked in the previous thirty (30) 

days. 
 

(7) Whether or not applicant has ever been convicted of a felony, a misdemeanor 
involving moral turpitude, or has been arrested for any offense within the last 12 
months. 

 
Sec. 15-7. - Investigation; term; fee; denial. 

 

(a) It shall be the duty of the chief of police to investigate each applicant for a permit or 
license before issuance of such permit or license. Such permit, if granted, shall be issued 

after payment of fee established by resolution of the City Council.  
 

(b) Within ten (10) working days of the receipt of the application, the police chief shall either 
issue a license, as provided by this chapter, or notify the person applying that the 
application does not comply with the requirements of this chapter. 

 
(c) The application shall be accompanied by a nonrefundable license fee. An additional 

application and fee will be required for each person soliciting, make home solicitations 
and distributing commercial handbills. Such fees shall be established by resolution of the 
City Council. A fee is not required for charitable solicitations, soliciting for charitable 
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purposes or for a city based organization. This fee shall not apply to persons engaged in 
representing a business having an established location within the city which is not a 
transient business. 

 
(d) A license pursuant to this chapter shall expire at the termination of the solicitation period 

specified in the permit application or one hundred and eighty (180) days from the date of 
issuance, whichever is less. 

 

(e) The chief of police may refuse to issue such permit if it is found that the applicant has 
been convicted of a felony, or of a misdemeanor involving a crime of moral turpitude, or 
any arrest within the past twelve (12) months, or if any of the information furnished on 

the application blank is found to be false, if the applicant fails or refuses to furnish the 
information required, or if the type of business or goods to be sold will violate some law 

of this state or ordinance of the city. Any applicant who has been refused issuance of a 
permit or license under this section shall have the right of appeal to the city manager. The 
city manager's decision regarding an appeal shall be final. Any applicant who has been 

refused issuance of a permit or license under this section shall not be entitled to reapply 
for a period of six months from the date of the refusal.  

 
Sec. 15-8. - Carrying license, permit and photographic identification.  

 

 It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in any activity for which a permit or license 
is required by this chapter without carrying such permit or license on the person while so 

engaged. It shall further be unlawful for any person to engage in any activity for which 
registration or a permit or license is required by this chapter without wearing a photographic 
identification badge issued by the chief of police on the person so as to be visible at all times 

while so engaged. A fee of $10.00 shall be charged for every photographic identification badge 
issued. 

 

Sec. 15-9. - Revocation of license or permit. 

 

 If after a permit or license has been issued it is found that the permit or license was 
obtained by false representation in the application or if any of the other grounds for refusal 

becomes known, the permit or license may be revoked by the chief of police. Any holder of a 
permit or license which is revoked shall not be entitled to reapply for a period of one (1) year 
from the date of the revocation. 

 

Sec. 15-10. - Prohibited hours of operation.  

 

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to pursue the occupation of peddler, solicitor or 
itinerant vendor within the city except during the time that is within one-half (1/2) hour 

after sunrise and one-half (1/2) hour before sunset. 
 

(b) It shall be unlawful for any person to participate in the direct solicitation, sale or offer for 
sale of any goods, wares, merchandise or other personal property or services from, or 
through the use of, a motor vehicle within 300 feet of a school zone during school zone 
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hours. For purposes of this section, the term "direct" shall mean in person or face-to-face 
contact. 

 

(c) It shall be unlawful to for any person to pursue the occupation of peddler, solicitor or 
itinerant vendor at any time on New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, July Fourth, Labor Day, 

Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, or Christmas Day. 
 

Sec. 15-11. - Solicitation and handbill distribution. 

 

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person or organization to solicit upon any private premises, if 
requested by anyone thereon not to do so, of if there is placed on such premises in a 

conspicuous position, near the entrance thereof, a sign giving notice indicating in any 
manner, that the occupants of such premises do not desire to be solicited.  

 
(b) It shall be unlawful for any person or organization to attach or attempt to attach handbills 

to the door or window of any residence in any manner except by the use of rubber bands. 

No handbills may be tacked, glued or taped to the premise of a residence. 
 

(c) It shall be unlawful for any person or organization to attach or place any handbill on any 
motor vehicle on private or public property. 

 

(d) The name and contact phone number of the commercial handbill distributor or sponsor 
shall be clearly printed on each handbill or other advertisement that is distributed. 

 

Sec. 15-12. - Entry without invitation. 

 

 It shall be unlawful for any person or organization to solicit upon any private premises, if 

requested by anyone thereon not to do so, or if there is placed on such premises in a conspicuous 
position, near the entrance thereof, a sign giving notice indicating in any manner, that the 

occupants of such premises do not desire to be solicited.” 
 
 SECTION 3. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the City Council that the 

phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs and sections of this Ordinance are severable, and if any 
phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this Ordinance shall be declared 

unconstitutional by the valid judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, such 
unconstitutionality shall not affect any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs 
and sections of this Ordinance, since the same would have been enacted by the City Council 

without the incorporation of this Ordinance of any such unconstitutional phrase, clause, sentence, 
paragraph or section. 

 
 SECTION 4. That all provisions of the Ordinances of the City of The Colony, Texas, in 
conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance be, and the same are hereby amended, repealed, 

and all other provisions of the Ordinances of the City not in conflict with the provisions of this 
Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect. 
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 SECTION 5. Any person, firm, or corporation violating any of the provisions of this 
Ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction in the municipal court 
of the City of The Colony, Texas, shall be punished by a fine not to exceed the sum of Five 

Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each offense. Every day a violation occurs shall constitute a 
separate offense. 

 
 SECTION 6.  This Ordinance shall become effective from and after its date of passage in 
accordance with law. 

 
 PASSED AND APPROVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF THE

Tollway/SH 121 (Engineering, Scruggs) 
 

 
Background: 
The City entered in to an agreement for development of 431-acres south of SH 121 between Plano 
Parkway and Spring Creek. A traffic analysis of the site demonstrated the need for an interchange on 
the SRT at South Colony Blvd.  
 
A conceptual design was developed by a team composed of representatives from the City, Developer, 
North Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG), North Texas Tollway Authority (NTTA), 
Denton County, and Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT). This interchange has South 
Colony Blvd. pass over the SRT, thereby, minimizing the downtime of the SRT main lanes for 
construction. A diverging diamond interchange was selected based on its lower cost and higher vehicle 
capacity.  
 
Although the City had already made the decision to construct Phase 2 (the ramps from the bridge on to 
South Colony Blvd.), to meet the timeline for construction completion it was necessary to begin the 
Phase 1 project while Phase 2 was being designed. In August 2013, construction began on the Phase 1 
bridge and it was opened to traffic in March 2015.  
 
The Phase 2 construction began in March 2015 and will be open to traffic in February 2016. VRX, 
Inc. provides onsite personnel to on-site personnel to review documents and information; provide 
communication and coordination between City, design engineer, geotechnical engineer, and 
contractor; conduct construction phase services; and project closeout. These services are necessary due 
to the extension of the project by 22 weeks. The additional cost is $251,300 and will be 100% funded 
by Denton County Regional Toll Revenues (RTR) from the tolling of SH 121.

To approve a contract amendment with VRX, Inc.
