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LAKE PARKS FUND 


The Lake Parks Fund is a special revenue fund to account for operation of Stewart 
Creek Park and qualifies to be included in the 2009-2010 Annual Operating Budget. 
Special revenue funds account for proceeds from a specific revenue source, which by 
law are designated to finance particular functions or activities.  Revenue generated by 
the Lake Parks Fund consists of fees and permits to enter and utilize the park area and 
facilities located on the eastern shore of Lake Lewisville and developers contributions. 
Expenditures from this special revenue fund are for improvement and general operating 
expenses. A summary presentation of revenue and expenditure totals for the 2009-2010 
Fiscal Year in the Lake Parks Fund is included on the following pages.
