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Mosquito Season is Here 

We are now in the middle of the mosquito season, so residents are urged to take a proactive approach to battling mosquitos 
on their private property. The best way to do this is by learning and following the “4 Ds:” 

Dress to protect: Wear long sleeves and long pants. 

Dusk and Dawn: Avoid being outside at these times. 

Defend: Wear insect repellent with DEET, Picaridin, Oil of Lemon Eucalyptus or an effective alternative. 

Drain standing water: Eliminate any water that stands for longer than 5 days or treat water with larvicide according to 
the label. 

The City of The Colony has a weekly mosquito trapping and testing program. So far in 2014, all tests have been negative for 
West Nile virus. To help combat West Nile in The Colony, all residents are asked to be alert to issues that may be taking 
place on private property in your neighborhood. The City needs to know about green pools, spas, non-draining boats, old 
tires, or anything that is non-maintained and holds water. The City can only address issues that are visible from a public right 
of way (i.e. alley, sidewalk or street). To report issues, please call 972-624-3160 or email mosquitoes@thecolonytx.gov so 
we can address the hazards. Please be sure to include the address of the problem when leaving a message. 
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On Tuesday, Aug. 5, 2014, neighborhoods throughout The Colony are being in-
vited to join forces with thousands of communities nationwide for the 31st Annu-
al National Night Out crime- and drug-prevention event.  National Night Out, is 
sponsored by the National Association of Town Watch (NATW) and co-
sponsored by The Colony Police Department. 

National Night Out was first established in 1984 by Matt Peskin of the National 
Association of Town Watch.  The first National Night Outs were fairly simple. In 
most communities, it amounted largely to lights-on vigils and some basic infor-
mation being delivered to the community. The event was quite popular, drawing 
out two and one half million participants in both Canada and the United States. 
Today, National Night Out draws in over 37 million people from communities across North America.  

NATIONAL NIGHT OUT is designed to: 

• Heighten crime and drug prevention awareness; 

• Generate support for, and participation in, local anticrime programs; 

• Strengthen neighborhood spirit and police-community partnerships; 

• Send a message to criminals letting them know that neighborhoods are organized and fighting back. 

National Night Out helps strengthen neighborhood spirit and reinforces police-community partnerships to make our community 
a safer place to live and play.   

Two elements are necessary for a crime to occur:  The desire/ability of the offender to commit the crime and the opportunity for 
them to do so.  Police efforts are primarily directed toward eliminating and minimizing the opportunity.  This can only be suc-
cessfully accomplished if we have the full support of the community.

New business coming to The Colony include Allen Insurance Group, Zackat, Luby’s Restaurant, and The Colony 
Mart. 
 
The Café Mila coffee shop in Austin Ranch is now open but the Saintsbury Tavern is still in the process of getting 
final inspections done so they should open within the next couple of weeks or so. 
 
We received an update from the broker who represents the Kroger shopping center.  He said they signed a lease 
with a mom and pop dollar store. We know they will be evaluating what impact the new Kroger on SH121 will have 
on The Colony store.   
 
A date has been scheduled, Sept. 18, for the upcoming ICSC retail bus tour featuring Nebraska Furniture Mart and 
other sites in The Colony and Plano along SH121.   
 
We were contacted by an out-of-state developer who is looking at three sites in The Colony for development. He is 
planning a trip to our area and would like to meet with the Economic Development and Planning departments. He 
had to cancel the original meeting but is planning to reschedule soon.  
 
We received a CDX lead that Pie Five is looking for locations throughout the Metroplex. We emailed flyers for the 
sites along SH121. We would love for them to open a store here since their corporate headquarters is in The Colony. 
 
We spoke with a developer who builds office condos.  He and his business partner will be relocating to North Dallas 
in the next twelve months to expand their office model and develop professional, medical and dental office build-
ings in the area. Their target customers are small to medium size businesses in need of office space offering flexibil-
ity and options to accommodate growth and expansion at affordable rates. They are very interested in The Colony 
and feel their model and company would be a great fit. We met and discussed the current development taking place 
as well as several sites. We followed up with an email listing possible sites, contact information, and flyers. 
 
A local broker we’ve worked with in the past contacted us looking for any space with overflow dock high ware-
housing reasonably close to the Cascades. We do not have any product with those specifications currently built so 
we suggested he contact Austin Ranch.  
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We recently spoke to a franchisee of a small restaurant we worked with last year when he was looking at some sites 
in The Colony to open a restaurant. He chose a site in Frisco and is still looking in The Colony.  We provided him 
with information and talked about different sites in The Colony. Ideally, he would like to be in the Grandscape de-
velopment and is talking with their broker. 
 
We responded to a CDX lead for a client who needs 15,000 – 20,000 square feet of leasable office technology space 
in Lewisville or West Plano. We submitted information along with a Cascades flyer. The broker was very apprecia-
tive of the information and is going to present it to his client.  
 
MARKETING 
We met with our marketing company to discuss the website and some other marketing opportunities. They are going 
to build a new website that will have a fresh look and have many more capabilities than our current website. It will 
take several months to complete and go live, and it will be a vast improvement over our current website! 
 
Due to the cloudy weather, our marketing video was postponed a couple of days, but it was shot during the Fourth of 
July weekend. We have approximately 35 locations identified for the video.

The Colony’s History at a Glance 

In 1973, Fox and Jacobs (F&J), a Dallas-based residential 
land developer, purchased approximately 2,500 acres of land 
on the eastern shore of Lake Lewisville and south of Eastvale 
for a housing development. The name The Colony was cho-
sen because F&J felt a strong sense of kinship with Texas’ 
early developers and also to memorialize the spirit of Peters 
Colony providing a new way of life – a goal Fox and Jacobs 
wanted their new development to share, as well. 

A Municipal Utility District was then formed to provide public 
water services to the development.  In 1974, streets were 
poured and many were named after early settlers and members 
of the crew working on the project. The first families moved 
into their homes in October 1974. By January 1977, The Colo-
ny had over 3,500 residents and voted to incorporate as a city. 
The Colony became a Home Rule city in 1979.  

Fox and Jacobs built and donated a fire station in 1975; the 
first business was a Stop ‘n Go convenience store, opened in 
1976; the first churches to open were the Methodist and Baptist 
churches; the first public school, Camey Elementary, opened in 
1977; and The Colony Public Library opened in 1982. 

Today, substantial business and retail development is          
progressively changing the landscape of  The Colony. The 
city’s  population is currently around 40,000, with more      
increases expected in the next several years. To quote a recent 
D  Magazine article, “The Colony is red hot!”
